Ohio Access Success Project


Allowable Relocation Expenses

The Ohio Access Success Project (Success Project) makes one-time relocation funds available to eligible nursing home residents who want to relocate from a nursing facility to a community-based setting.  Program participants may access up to $1,900 to pay approved relocation expenses. 
Approved relocation expenses include, but are not limited to the following:

· Fees to obtain a birth certificate, picture ID, police check, driver’s license;

· Application fees, security deposits and rental deposits required as part of a security deposit to obtain a lease on an apartment or house;
· Set-up fees or deposits for utility or service access (e.g., telephone, electricity, heating and water); 
· Moving expenses;

· Essential furnishings and household items  (e.g., bed, table, chairs, window coverings, eating utensils, food preparation items and bed/bath linen); 

· Initial personal hygiene items, simple medical supplies, groceries, and paper and cleaning supplies;

· Health and assurance measures, including pest eradication, allergen control or one-time cleaning prior to occupancy; however, if the residence is being leased by the individual, health and safety measures are the responsibility of the owner of the residence;
· Assistive equipment, not covered by Medicaid as a waiver expense;

· Environmental modifications, not covered by Medicaid as a waiver expense, as approved by ODJFS/BSCP

· Initial setup and first month rent on an emergency response system, not covered by Medicaid as a waiver expense; 

· Back payments for utilities and other credit repair activities, as approved by ODJFS/BCSP; and 

· Other items may be approved by ODJFS/BHCS on a case-by-case basis.  Approval must be obtained prior to the purchase.   
Success Project relocation funds cannot be used when relocation/transition expenses are included in a Medicaid waiver program in which the consumer will participate.   

Allowable expenses do not include items intended purely for diversional and/or recreational purposes (e.g., televisions, cable TV access or VCRs).  Recurring expenses, such as on-going rent, mortgage,food, or utility bills are not allowable.
Items purchased through the Success Project are the property of the program participant receiving the service and the consumer takes the property with him/her in the event of a move to another residence.  

Success Project relocation expense funds cannot be paid to licensed adult care facilities/adult care homes for those services that would be part of Medicaid reimbursement.
Relocation funds may be used one month prior to the program participant’s discharge from the nursing home and up to 60 days after the participant moves to his/her community placement.
