Why does JEVS need everyone who receives payment to fill out a Form W-9?

A Form W-9 is a document issued by the United States Internal Revenue Service (IRS) for certain taxation purposes. While W-9's aren't filed with the IRS, they are collected by JEVS because JEVS does not deduct taxes out of the payments they make to authorized providers of transition coordination and other payments they make to other payees (such as landlords).  A W-9 is used to gather information about the payee and is used to inform Jevs that certain providers are not subject to back-up withholdings. The form requires information: name, address, and social security or tax payer identification number. The W-9 also requires a signature.
Will I get a Form 1099 from JEVS?

JEVS will use the information collected on the W-9 to produce a Form 1099 only for “individuals” who are paid directly by Jevs for services they provided or agencies/companies that have not submitted a W-9.  A 1099 is not sent to agencies or companies as long as Jevs has a W-9 on file for that agency/company designating that they are exempt from back-up withholding.  The 1099 will detail the earnings that the “individual” authorized provider of transition coordination received from JEVS that tax year. A 1099 will also be sent to agencies and companies for which Jevs does not have a W-9  for on file.  The Form 1099 is sent to both the “individual” authorized provider of transition coordination and/or agency/company and the IRS. “Individual” authorized providers of transition coordination are solely liable for the full amount of taxes assessed to earned income.
Will the Form 1099 include the goods and services reimbursement amounts?

Payments made directly to “individual” authorized providers of transition coordination services are considered income. Amounts reimbursed to transition coordinators for goods and services other than their own time are not taxable services and; therefore; will not be included on a 1099.
Will I get a Form 1099 for all purchases?

No. The Form 1099 only includes payments made to “individuals” for their own service hours/fees.  Payments that are reimbursements for goods and other services are not included on the 1099. The 1099 will include all taxable payments made to you by JEVS for the entire year. You will only receive one Form 1099.
